Second Level 2 and 4 Third/Fourth Level 1 and 3

Quadrille: Basic, Training and First Levels

***Anyone intending to qualify for Quadrilles at Championships must ride a
Quadrille at our Regional Rally.  Also you may not qualify for both

Quadrille and for regular Dressage.  If you intend to qualify for regular
dressage at Champs you must ride some form of musical ride at our regional
rally and you must commit to attending our dressage camp which is planned

for our team.***

• Quadrille –(4 riders and a stable manager-may be D2) all quadrille teams will

ride 2 regular quadrille tests and a musical

after April 13th  must include $50 per team/individual late fee. Entries received
AFTER April 21th will NOT be accepted***

• All tests must be ridden from memory.
• All tests to be ridden in standard arenas
• The current USPC Rulebooks will govern this rally.
• Each team must provide two regular volunteers and one HM volunteer who will

be present at the rally. The rally will NOT begin until sufficient volunteers have
reported.

****Please note this is the Qualifying Dressage Rally for the Maryland Region. All
quadrille teams must participate in this rally to qualify for Championships. Anyone
interested in qualifying for a regular dressage team for Championships must ride a
musical freestyle. Any rider qualifying for ANY dressage team must attend the dressage
camp in late June.
