Eligibility:
To participate in MD Region Show Jumping Rally, competitors must be D2's and up and 8 yrs. Of age as of Jan. 1, 2007.  To be eligible for Championships, riders must be 12 yrs.  old as of January 1st and C1 prior to this Qualifying Rally (June 23, 2007).  DC=s are encouraged to hold tryouts at the maximum jump off heights prior to making up teams for this rally, and are responsible for sending qualified teams.
D1's may participate in an assistant stable manager clinic ( 2 hrs.  AM / 2 hrs. PM ) .

Teams must be made up of riders competing in the same division.  Example: Rider 1- Large Pony ,

Rider 2 - Horse IV, and Rider 3 -  Horse I .  This team is a short team in Division B.

Each rider will ride four courses.  Equitation, Take Your Own Line, and 2 rounds with those going clear having the option of doing a shortened jump-off course.  Competition will be normal knock-down, time to count.  Clubs are invited to send multiple teams.  If entering more than one team, please identify them by number, color or letter.   DC=s if you have one or two riders that need to scramble please send entries directly to secretary.

Rules:
This Rally will be run in accordance with the current USPC Show Jumping Rulebook and Horse Management Rulebook, plus their respective addenda.  Consult the rulebook for specifications of qualifying rounds.
Facilities:  All courses are in outdoor, enclosed arenas, with stonedust footing (good even in wet       conditions) .  Warm-up is centrally located near all arenas, with stonedust footing.
Directions: Quentin Riding Club is located on the corner of Rte 419 & Rte 72, Quentin, PA 17083

From PA Turnpike - Take Exit 20 (Lancaster/Lebanon Exit) of the PA Turnpike.  Turn left at the exit ramp(Rte 72N).  Follow signs for 72N/Lebanon for approximately 4 miles.  Club is on the right-hand side.
From Baltimore MD - Take I-83 N towards Harrisburg to the PA Turnpike, then follow directions from the PA Turnpike.

From I-81- Take the Annville exit/ Rte 934 S. Continue on 934 S. Approx. 10 miles to 322 E.  At 322 E. Turn left.  Then turn left on Rte 419 N. Continue until the intersection of Rte 72.  Turn left on Rte 72 N. Then Right into Quentin Riding Club.

Food :  Saturday and Sunday a boxed lunch ( 7" sub, chips, fruit, snack and drink) will be provided to competitors.  Additional boxed lunches are available for advance purchase ONLY! ( $ 15.00/ person includes 1 boxed lunch (Sat.) & 1boxed lunch(Sun.).   There are vendors that may be open for business on the show grounds.  Coolers of water will be available for competitors.  A local map with a list of Restaurants, Hotel and Gas stations will be available.

Stabling : Included in entry fee.  Stalls will be available to move-in Friday afternoon  - Sunday evening.  Each competitor  will be given an initial bag of shavings.  Each Team will have (1) tack room (stall).  Teams may be asked to share a Feed room (stall). Additional shavings may be pre-purchased for $7.00/bag. *Note* No Additional Bedding/Hay or Feed will be available for purchase on the show grounds.  If you will need Bedding/Hay or Feed, contact Umberger=s of Fontana (717) 867-6151.

Awards:Division A: Team Ribbons 1st - 10th place , Equitation Awards 1st - 3rd,  Horse Management Team Ribbons 1st - 6th and participation ribbons.

Division B:Team Ribbons 1st - 10th place , Equitation Awards 1st - 3rd,  Horse Management Team Ribbons 1st - 6th and participation ribbons.
