Springtime is here and that means it’s time for GAMES! Join us for the No Guts No Glory Games Challenge.  This is the perfect opportunity to work out the kinks in your games team and prepare for regional rallies and competitions.  Space is limited, so be sure to get your team in soon!  Teams are accepted on a first come, first served basis with entries not accepted unless complete.  A completed entry consists of check and all paperwork in the organizer’s hands by the closing date..  

Required paperwork – 

· USPC  Medical card in arm band (for Pony Club members only),

OR

· MGAA medical release (non Pony Club under 21) http://www.mountedgames.org/files/MGAAMedicalRelease.doc
· Agreement for Hold Harmless and Release

· CURRENT Coggins as of the date of the competition.

**Each Rider Is Required To Supply 1 Volunteer To Work During His/Her Division- Volunteers Must Check In Prior To The Start Of The Division To Be Eligible For  Bonus Points To Be Added Onto Final Scores.

We offer 4 divisions  –  Novice (WT),  Jr., Sr., and Advanced.  Limit of 6 teams in each division.   If space allows, a team may play up (i.e. a Junior Team may play in the Senior Division) but preference is given to teams who belong to the division in question. The competition will be run according to USPC Games Rules 2012, with the following exception – there will be no upper age limit for Advanced.  All other age/division requirements will be followed. There will be no formal inspections and no HM scoring.  Height, weight, bitting, saddlery and other such aspects of HM will be in effect. 

 Attire must be safe and neat, with helmets and footwear to Pony Club standard.  Pinnies are not required, team shirts are allowed.  Each team must supply their own pinnies or team shirts, and white helmet cover or hat band.  

 Entry fee $150 per team.  Individuals will be assigned to scramble teams, if possible.   If you are entering with other team members, please submit entries together.  Make checks payable to “Annapolis Pony Club’

Games to be played: 

· Jr., Sr., and Adv. Div:  Bending, Canadian, 5-Flag, Hula Hoop, Rope Race, Balloon, Hug A Mug, Old Sock, Litter, Tool Box 

· Novice Div – Bending, Carton, Hug a Mug, Pyramid, Tool Box, Sword, 2-Flag, Rope Race

Divisions:

Novice (WT) – This division is for players who are brand new to games, are not capable of playing at speed or may need some assistance during play.  A helper in the arena is allowed, but not required. In line with regional rally, this division will be WALK/TROT only. Teams may have four or five members. Riders who compete in this division are not eligible to play in any other division.

Junior – This division is for all players who are 12 years old and younger.  Teams may have four or five members.

Senior – This division is for all players who are 15 years old and younger.  All members of the team must meet the age requirement. Teams may have four or five members. Junior teams may play up if space allows.

Advanced – This division is for all players who are 13 years old or older, but must have at least one 16 year old on there team. Teams may have four or five members. Senior teams may play up if space allows.  Unlike, rally rules there is no limitation on ratings or age cap.

**Schedule will be announced once we determine how many teams are coming.  We will also be adding a few games, if time allows.

· This schedule is tentative and subject to change as circumstances warrant. 

· Divisions will not begin before stated time, but may begin after.

· Due to the number of divisions we are trying to accommodate, we will not hold the start of divisions to wait for teams or individuals who are late.

· Awards will be given directly following each division.  All teams will receive awards.

· Volunteers will be needed as equipment helpers – each team must have a volunteer person to work their lane – because this is a “Challenge” we will not have lane judges, but there will be line judges and overall judges. 

· Ample parking is available

· Please bring your own water for ponies.

· ABSOLUTLY NO DOGS ALLOWED! ANYBODY WHO BRINGS A DOG WILL BE ASKED TO LEAVE THE GROUNDS!
