LOOKING FOR DEMO RIDERS  !

 There is NO FEE to demo rider and their volunteer chaperone.

We are looking for horse/pony and rider combinations for D1, D2, D3, C1, and C2 levels.  NE’s would like to see a C3 ride for the C2 level if at all possible.  You get to receive free feedback from an NE, what could be better for your riding and knowledge level coming into a brand new season!!

Please keep in mind that coming off of winter not all riders and mounts may not be completely up to riding shape.   So when you offer to be a demo rider please let us know what your current rating is and what rating level you feel comfortable riding for.  

Things a demo rider will need to bring with him/her: attire based on level they are riding at, clean horse/pony (and yes, if temps are freezing we don’t expect a bathed horse), tack for all parts of the rating be shown (including safety equipment for mount), approved helmet, medical armband, safety vest, valid coggins for horse (dated within 12 months) and a competitor activity/rally release signed for this activity.

Please email or call Pam Calaman with all the below information to become a demo rider:

Rider name, rider rating, rating they wish to ride at, level of horse/pony, any special needs of horse or rider.

D level Demo riders will need to arrive on grounds by 8:45am to unload, meet with NE’s, and get comfortable with layout of where everything is.  C level Demo riders will need to arrive on grounds no later than 10:45am.  Demo riders do not have to stay the whole day, but it is encouraged.
